4.3 Strategic Infrastructure Choices: Prioritize long-term investment and
maintenance for existing and new infrastructure.

The purpose of this task order is to allow Tetra Tech, Inc. continue operation,
maintenance, and monitoring of the Story Mill Landfill site through June
2027. This work includes operation, monitoring, and maintenance of the
remediation systems, semi-annual groundwater monitoring, quarterly
perimeter methane monitoring, and performance evaluation of the
remediation systems and their effect on adjacent groundwater quality.
Continuing this work allows the City to maintain regulatory compliance and
ensure that the installed remediation systems continue to effectively
mitigate known risks to public and environmental health and safety. This
task order also includes design of an expansion to the landfill gas extraction
system on the unlined waste cell to increase methane collection efficiency.
This task order will be implemented under the 2024 professional services
agreement executed on August 13, 2024.
